Featured Global Village trips 
 
Oudong, Cambodia (November 11- 20, 2011)  
This is no ordinary Global Village trip. This November, hundreds of volunteers 
from across the world will join forces for the Khmer Harvest Build in Oudong, 
Cambodia. This GV team will be taking part in a major “blitz build” that will see 20 
homes constructed in a week. Volunteers will also spend a day on a new farm 
where Habitat homeowners work. This is an exciting opportunity to experience a 
different culture, work alongside families to improve their lives and be part of a 
major international event. 
 
Argentina (Sept. 23 – Oct. 2, 2011) 
It may only take two to tango, but it will take a whole team to create a home for a 
family in need on this Global Village trip. Passionate volunteers with a desire to 
make a difference are encouraged to join Habitat to build houses and friendships 
in the beautiful country of Argentina. 
 
Honduras (November 12-20, 2011) 
Join this Global Village trip to help the Siguatepeque affiliate of Habitat for 
Humanity Honduras build simple, decent housing in the Comayagua Valley. 
Volunteers on this trip will work alongside local families to help the affiliate reach 
its goal of building 150 houses in a year. The team will be balanced with Spanish-
speaking members, those who want to improve their language skulls and non-
Spanish-speakers willing to work together with others who can translate.

This trip will give volunteers the opportunity to experience an old world culture 
while also contributing to the current need for housing.
