We want to share yours.

For this year’s reader contest, Habitat World wants to see images that you think communicate something vital about the 
organization’s life-changing work. We will be looking as much at the ideas and emotions that each image conveys as we will 
be at the technical skills brought to bear. Volunteers, houses, families, the need in your community — show us what Habitat 
means to you and why the work we all do together remains such an important priority.

The contest winner will be awarded a spot on a Global Village (“GV”) trip to Pokhara, Nepal, which will take place 
September 30 - October 10, 2010. The trip will overlap World Habitat Day, October 4, 2010, and it is a chance to be a part of a 
concentrated, weeklong global effort to build houses and raise awareness.

Official rules
The Official Rules of the 2010 Habitat World Photo Contest (the “Rules”) are as follows:

I. Sponsor
Habitat for Humanity International (“HFHI”), 270 Peachtree Street, NW, Suite 1300, Atlanta, GA 30303, is the sponsor of the 
2010 Habitat World Photo Contest (the “Contest”).

II. Term
The Contest will begin February 1, 2010 at midnight, Eastern Daylight Time. All entries by those participating in the Contest 
(“entrant” or “entrants”) must be received by midnight on April 11, 2010, Eastern Daylight Time. Entrants are responsible for 
determining the entry times in their local time zones.

III. Who May Enter
Entrants must be at least 18 years of age (or the age of majority in his or her jurisdiction of primary residence) as of the date of 
entering the Contest. The Contest is subject to all relevant laws and is void where prohibited or restricted by law. Employees, 
independent contractors, and interns of HFHI, as well as their immediate family members (spouse, parent, child, sibling, and 
their respective spouses) or persons living in the same household, whether related or not, are not eligible to enter the Contest.

IV. How to Enter
Each entrant may enter up to a total of three individual images.

Photographs may be submitted in two ways:
1.	� Upload images to the Habitat World contest group on Habitat’s Flickr page, 

www.flickr.com/groups/habitatworld_photocontest_2010/.
2.	� Mail a disk to: Shala Carlson, Habitat World, Habitat for Humanity International, 270 Peachtree St. NW, Suite 1300, 

Atlanta, GA, 30303. Be sure to label the submitted disk with name and contact information. We will be unable to return 
submitted disks, so please send copies only. No phone calls, please.

Short explanatory captions, including the date and location of each image, should be included at the time of entry. If uploading 
images to Flickr, please create a caption. If submitting photos by disk, please embed the caption information in the photo file 
or include captions in a document saved on the disk.

Once photos are uploaded to Flickr or placed in the mail, entrants also must fill out the registration form at  
www.habitat.org/hw/photo_contest/2010 for their submission to be complete.

Images originally shot on film are eligible and should be scanned and submitted in digital form. Color correction, minor 
toning, and cropping of submitted images is acceptable; no other form of image manipulation is allowed.

Entrants may be asked by editors to provide an original image at any time, both for print reproduction and verification 
purposes. Initial entries may be low resolution, but original images should be at least 8x10 inches and 300 dpi.

V. Contest Prizes
Habitat World will pay for the Contest winner’s air transportation and GV fees for the Nepal trip in 2010, including modest 
daily accommodations and meals. The Contest winner will be expected to work a full day at the build site during each of the 
five work days and must be at least 18 years old to participate. The Contest winner must already possess a current passport 
and will be responsible for obtaining requisite immunizations and a visa if necessary. This top prize has an estimated value of

The photos and accompanying statements of the Contest winner and the top four finalists will be featured in the September 
2010 issue of Habitat World, which enjoys a readership of more than a million, and on www.habitat.org, which averages more 
than 450,000 unique visitors a month. These five top images also will be installed on a photo wall for one year in Habitat’s 
headquarters.

VI. Judging Criteria and Selection of Contest Winner
Finalists of the Contest will be selected by Habitat World’s team of judges based on the following criteria: ability to capture 
Habitat’s mission and impact as well as technical composition and quality. Finalists of the Contest will be asked to provide a 
200-to-400-word statement about their Habitat photo. One finalist of the Contest will be selected by the team of judges to win 
the Contest’s top prize of a spot on the 2010 GV trip to Pokhara, Nepal, and four additional finalists will be selected by the 
team of judges as the top four finalists.

HFHI will use the contact information included on the form submitted at www.habitat.org/hw/photo_contest/2010 as the final 
step of Contest registration to notify winner and top four finalists.

The Contest winner and top four finalists will be announced to the public by midnight, June 4, 2010, online at  
www.habitat.org/hw/photo_contest/2010.

Decisions of the Contest judges and HFHI are final and binding.

VII. Entrant and Third Party Licenses/Releases
If an entrant chooses to take a photograph for the Contest while participating on a Habitat build site or during a Habitat event, 
the entrant should be sure ahead of time that the appropriate local affiliate staff members are aware.

Each entrant of the Contest grants to HFHI a non-exclusive, irrevocable, perpetual, worldwide license to his or her copyright 
rights (e.g. to use, reproduce, copy, publish, display, distribute, adapt, or modify) in the submitted photograph(s) for use by 
HFHI in any media, with or without attribution to the entrant and without any further compensation. This license does not 
convey ownership of copyright to HFHI, and each entrant will retain ownership of copyright and may exploit the photographs 
submitted for any lawful purpose.

If an entry contains any material or elements that are not owned by the entrant and/or which are subject to the rights of 
third parties, and/or if any person appears in the entry, the entrant is responsible for obtaining, prior to the submission of the 
entry, the release and consent necessary to permit the use and exhibition of the entry without additional compensation. If any 
person appearing in any photo entry is under the age of majority in their state, province, or territory of residence, a parent 
or guardian signature may be required on each release. Images of famous individuals or of any public or private venues or 
property may not be accepted unless all releases requested by HFHI are provided in writing.

HFHI release and consent forms to be submitted upon HFHI’s request are available online at  
www.habitat.org/hw/photo_contest/2010. Inability to produce a signed release and consent form may result in the 
disqualification of an entrant.

VIII. Limitation of Liability
By participating in the Contest, each entrant irrevocably agrees to release, indemnify, defend, and hold harmless HFHI and 
its partners, affiliates, and subsidiaries, and their respective employees, officers, directors, agents and representatives from 
any claims, losses, liabilities, and damages, including, but not limited to, those arising out of: an entrant’s participation in 
the Contest, any Contest-related activity (including the GV trip to Nepal), a breach or violation of the Rules, and/or the 
acceptance of any prize awarded for the Contest.

IX. Conditions
The Contest is governed by the laws of the State of Georgia, U.S.A., and entrants agree that the exclusive forum and 
jurisdiction for any dispute shall be the state or federal courts in the State of Georgia. All federal, state, and local laws, 
regulations, and restrictions apply. The Contest is void where prohibited or restricted by law.

HFHI is not responsible for any lost, stolen, late, mutilated, incomplete, or misdirected entries. An entry for the Contest will 
be void if HFHI determines that the entry is not an original, or if the entry is illegible, incomplete, damaged, late, altered, 
counterfeit, produced in error, or obtained through fraud or theft.



By participating in the Contest, each entrant agrees and/or warrants:
1.	� To be bound by the Rules;
2.	� The decision of the judges and HFHI is final and binding on all matters relating to the Contest;
3.	� Each entry is original and the entrant is the sole and exclusive owner and rights holder of the submitted entry (or if not, 

that he or she has obtained the release and consent necessary to include the entry in the Contest); 
4. 	� He or she has the right to submit an entry for the Contest; 
5.	� An entry submitted does not infringe upon any third-party rights, including, but not limited to, copyright, trademark, 

patent, trade secret, publicity, or confidential information rights; and
6.	� HFHI may use the Contest winner’s name, photograph, likeness, and/or voice in any media or with any publicity or 

advertising that relates to the Contest or relates to future promotions without compensation or approval (except where 
prohibited by law).

If the Contest winner and/or the top four finalists cannot be traced or does/do not respond within seven days to HFHI after 
receiving a winner notification, or if the Contest winner and/or any of the top four finalists refuse their respective prizes or are 
ineligible for the prizes awarded, the prize(s) will be forfeited and HFHI, in its sole discretion, may choose whether to award 
the forfeited prize(s) to another Contest entrant.

X. Right to Cancel or Suspend the Contest
HFHI reserves the right to cancel, terminate, modify, or suspend the Contest at any time and for any reason.

XI. Binding Agreement
These Rules form a legally binding agreement between HFHI and each entrant with respect to the Contest. Each entrant 
should ensure he or she has read these Rules carefully. Entrants may not submit an entry to the Contest and will not be eligible 
for the prizes described in the Rules unless entrants agree to these Rules.

The submission of an entry in the Contest constitutes an entrant’s agreement to these Rules.

XII. Severability
If any provision(s) of the Rules are held to be invalid or unenforceable, all remaining provisions of the Rules will remain in full 
force and effect.
