As we serve in Alabama, we are keeping Haiti in our thoughts and prayers. Please see below for 
information about Habitat for Humanity's efforts to support Haiti. 
 
This month we are bringing back the cost legend indicating parking cost at scheduled Care-A-Vanner 
builds.  
 
If there is no cost for parking that will be indicated by a ―0‖; about 40 percent of affiliates fall into this 
category. A single dollar sign ($) indicates a cost of $10 or less per night; about 40 percent of affiliates fall 
into this category. Two dollar signs ($$) means $11-15 per night; about 10 percent of affiliates fall into this 
category. Three dollar signs ($$$) means more than $15 per night; about 5 percent of affiliates fall into 
this category.  
 
We hope this guide will assist you in planning your itinerary. If cost is a critical factor in your decision 
making, we encourage you to confirm with the coordinator. When the new online sign-up program begins, 
you will see the exact cost as provided by the affiliate.
