Habitat for Humanity advocates to changes the systems, attitudes and policies that prevent everyone from having a simple, decent, affordable place to live. As the world’s housing crisis grows as the population increases, Habitat for Humanity supporters know advocacy is essential to our mission of eliminating poverty housing worldwide. 

The Habitat for Humanity State Farm Youth Advocacy Grant provides grantees funds to attend advocacy-related trainings and organize events that involve more youth and community members in Habitat’s advocacy efforts. Through the grant, Habitat and State Farm hope to spark innovation in the realm of youth advocacy.
Youth Advocacy Grant recipients will be selected based on their past successes, previous participation in advocacy efforts, and the innovativeness of their plans to expand advocacy within their community. With the help of State Farm, Habitat for Humanity International is offering ten grants of $1,500 each in 2010, the pilot year of the grant.
Grant eligibility
Any campus chapter or Youth United group in good standing may apply for the grant. Grant funds will be sent directly to the affiliate.
Funding
Each grant is for up to $1,500. Funds may be used for:
· Advocacy events.
· Advocacy trainings, such as Habitat on the Hill.
Funds may not be used for Collegiate Challenge or Global Village trips.
Requirements
Grantees must:

· Organize at least two advocacy events, including a World Habitat Day event, by May 15, 2011.
· Involve at least 100 individuals in their advocacy events.

· Organize a recognition event with State Farm. (Contact information will be provided.)
· Complete a project evaluation and financial report by May 15, 2011.
Selection criteria
Applications will be judged on the:

· Previous work of the group in the areas of advocacy and education. 

· Scope, innovation and effectiveness of the planned advocacy events. 
Advocacy events should have a clear message on a local, national or international housing issue, and a specific ask of participants. All advocacy events must meet guidelines of Habitat for Humanity International’s Government Relations and Advocacy department. 
Groups must hold an advocacy event on World Habitat Day 2010 (October 4, 2010). Designated by the United Nations are the first Monday in October, World Habitat Day is an international initiative recognizing urgent housing issues around the world. This unified effort is intended to affirm that adequate shelter is a basic human right and remind the world of its collective responsibility to uphold that right. 

Collaboration with other chapters and with the local affiliate is encouraged.
